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     Starting January 1, I am serving as your perma-
nent full -time pastor.  I am transitioning from a li-
censed supply pastorðfilling in for your 
ñpermanentò pastorðto a licensed called pastorð
your ñpermanentò pastor.  This has been a serious 
step for the congregation and for me.  Although I 
am not ordained and my license is renewed from 
year to year, I am ñfunctionally equivalentò to an 
ordained pastor as far as this 
congregation is concerned.  
My service at this church will 
continue as long as the con-
gregation and I feel that my 
leadership is forwarding the 
cause and mission of Christ's 
Church through this congre-
gation.  I hope that this will be 
the case for many years.  
     Practically speaking, this 
means that I go from a part-
time to a full -time position.  
My worship leadership should 
change very little.  I will 
preach and lead worship 
every Sunday, with the excep-
tion of Sundays attending de-
nominational meetings and 
my four vacation Sundays 
each year.  I will continue my 
voice lessons and work to ex-
pand my role in our music 
program.  I will continue to 
teach Sunday school and 
Wednesday night Bible study.  
     I will also continue to at-
tend all meetings of the coun-
cil and the diaconate.  I 
should be able to attend more 
meetings and fellowship activities of other congre-
gational groups.  I just hope that I do not gain too 
much weight from eating the great treats served at 
all our fellowship times.  I will continue to perform 
all funerals as requested.  Even when I was part-
time, I did not have to turn down attending any fu-

nerals.  I hope that soon I will also be performing 
weddings as well!  
     Regarding my work hours, for the time being, 
Thursday will be my regular day off.  I will continue 
to assist Bootheel Counseling Service with mental 
health assessments on Thursdays, until they can 
hire a permanent replacement.  Therefore, I will 
generally not be available on Thursdays.  My second 

day off in the week will 
float as other commitments 
allow and may end up as 
full days or partial days.  I 
plan to continue going to 
St. Louis to see my pastoral 
counselor at Care and 
Counseling every other 
Wednesday and will attend 
pastoral care training pro-
grams at Care and Coun-
seling on some Wednesday 
mornings.  I am also start-
ing an on-line Old Testa-
ment course from Eden 
Seminary in the Spring Se-
mester and I am planning 
to dedicate the rest of my 
Wednesday time to study.  
This leaves Monday, Tues-
day, Friday, and Saturday 
for visitation and office 
hours.  It is up to the con-
gregation whether I set 
regular office hours.  It is 
also up to the congregation 
whether these hours in-
clude morning, afternoon, 
evening, and weekend 
hours.  Let the council, the 

deacons, or me know if you want me to be available 
in the office at a specific day or time.  For the time 
being, if you want to see me, please call ahead at 
335-5611 (office) or 803-9470 (cell).  
     My highest priority for the coming year is to in-
crease my level of visitation for congregation mem-
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bers who are unable to come to church.  I plan to visit all our ñmembers at homeò every month and 
serve communion to all who desire it.  I will also visit all members at the hospital or at home with seri-
ous medical conditions daily or as often as the member and their family requests.  Whenever a congre-
gation member or visitor has a serious health problem and would like me to visit them, call me on my 
cell phone at 803-9470, and leave a message.  You can call 24 hours a day.  I check my phone fre-
quently and will get back to you as soon as I can.  Please continue to call the church office with your 
requests to place yourself or someone on the prayer list.  
     I would also like to become more available to all members for pastoral care.  I am a National Certi-
fied Counselor and a Pastoral Care Specialist member of the American Association of Pastoral Coun-
selors.  I am fully available to meet days, evenings, or weekends with all congregation members and 
visitors to discuss any matterðpersonal or spiritual.  Do not feel that you have to wait for a crisis.  
Please call the church office at 335-5611 or my cell phone 804-9470.  If you call my cell phone, please 
leave a message on my voice mail and I will get back to you.  Please do not bother to call my home 
phoneðI am never there!  
     Being full -time will also mean that I will be attending more meetings in the community.  I will be 
attending meetings of the Downtown Council of Churches, the Cape Girardeau Ministerial Alliance, 
and the Association of Campus Ministries at Southeast Missouri State University.  I will also gradually 
become more active in representing EUCC at other community organizations such as FISH and Love 
INC and expect to eventually serve as a volunteer board member on organizations as approved by the 
church council.  
     As EUCC increases its giving to local mission programs under the 2009 budget, I will strive to build 
positive personal relationships with the groups that we support.  Overall, I intend to gradually increase 
the public profile of EUCC in Cape Girardeau by becoming more active and visible in representing our 
congregation at appropriate charitable activities.  In 2008, we improved our visibility in the commu-
nity by successfully hosting the Downtown Council of Churches community Thanksgiving service.  
Thanks to the efforts of congregation members, we continue to be strong supporters of FISH, Love 
INC, and Meals on Wheels.  The Diaconate also recently collected Christmas gifts for the children of 
the clients at the Family Counseling Center on Sprigg St.  I encourage all church members to continue 
to support these and other worthy community organizations.  I hope to add my efforts to increase the 
positive impact that EUCC has on the Cape Girardeau community. 
     The congregation and I have entered into a long-term covenant relationship.  Like any committed 
relationship, communication will be the key to success.  I am still learning about this congregation and 
I am still learning the fine points of being a pastor.  It is critical that we do not assume that we can read 
each other's minds.  If something is important to you about anything I am doing (or not doing) at the 
churchðwhether worship, preaching, music, pastoral care, anything at allðlet me know.  If I do not 
ñhearò you the first time give me another chance(s).  I am here because I was called by Christ to lead, 
preach, teach, and provide pastoral care to this congregation.  I am here to serve you.  To serve you ef-
fectively I must know what your needs are.  Moreover, the only way I can really know what those needs 
are is either for you to directly communicate them either in person or in writing, or indirectly through 
the council and diaconate.  If we keep talking and loving and growing, I hope, God willing, that 2009 is 
the first of many good years that we spend together.  God Bless you this New Year!
